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Municipality Background

ÅKisii County is the 4th largest agricultural producer in Kenya. It is part of the Lake

Region Economic Bloc (LREB), alongside 12 other counties. Kisii town is a

strategic trade hub and center point for the Western tourist circuit and is a

cosmopolitan transit town.

ÅThe Municipality enjoys highland equatorial climate. It generally receives rain all

year round due to its positioning in the Lake Victoria lake basin and the heavily

foliaged Kisii highlands. Due to its unique positioning within hills, Kisii is rich in cash

and food crops.

ÅThe total arable land in the County is about 98,870 hectares out of which 70% is

under food crop while 30% is under cash crop production.

ÅThe infrastructure within the municipality is well developed and roads and access

routes well upgraded. In terms of amenities, the Municipality has hospitals, a golf

course, a stadium which has hosted a number of national events.

ÅAgriculture is the main economic activity in Kisii County and employs over 70%

of the workforce directly, or indirectly. The county is keen to grow its agro-

processing capability.
